Republicans. He quickly built a reputation as a strong conservative and an effective 
campaigner. As a member of the Florida Christian Coalition, he continued to help 
conservative politicians get elected and was a strong advocate for many conservative 
issues in Pinellas County and statewide. In 2004 he played a key role in helping the 
Bush-Cheney 2004 grassroots efforts in Pinellas County, Florida. He also was the 
Pinellas County Director for the "Yes2Marriage" campaign in Florida. The campaign 
successfully enshrined marriage in the Florida Constitution as between one man and one 
woman.
