 The United States of America did not crown a King
in January of this year, they did however, elect a
President.  His job description is to be the

administrator, the chief-executive of this great Constitutional
Republic, not someone who tries to remake the US into a
different form of government than is called for in our
Constitution.  The President's constitutional mandate is to
execute the provisions of the legislation passed by the
Congress, not to change our way of life and have Congress
validate his decisions after-the-fact.  Barack Hussein Obama

This is the same arrest powers given to Federal Officers, and
the Obama Administration is furiously denouncing Arizona for
daring to enforce Federal Law!  Other States are considering
Legislation that gives them the same powers.  Mr. Obama
publically castigated the State of Arizona and its leaders for this
move, calling it, among other things, divisive and un-American. 
A new Rasmussen Reports telephone survey finds that 60% of
voters nationwide favor such a law, while 31% are opposed.
Seventy-seven percent (77%) of Republicans support the law
along with 62% of voters not affiliated with either major party.
Democratic voters are evenly divided on the measure; a bill Mr.
Obama calls divisive really only divides Democrats.
 
All Americans, especially our Federal Government Officials
should remember our nation is known as the United States of
America, and the Individual States are the basic unit of
Government, with the Federal Powers limited by the
Constitution in their scope.  We must be careful of constant
Federal attempts at encroachment on the jurisdictions of the
States and imposing overriding control. Now is the time to
restrict the power of the Fed's and restore the careful balance

created by the Founding Fathers in our Constitution.
